Since God is the author of Sacred Scripture and
Jesus is the Word made flesh, reading the Bible is
an indispensable way of encountering Jesus.
Reading daily from the Bible should be a practice of
every Catholic family to form a deeper relationship
with God and one another.

Families should make sure that they have a Catholic
translation of the Bible in a place of honor in their
home. These translations contain all of the books of
the Bible that are inspired by God and tend to be
more faithful translations to the original texts of the
Bible. The best Bible translations are the New
American Bible (NAB), which is the translation used
at Mass on Sunday, the New American Bible
Revised Edition (NABRE), the New Revised
Standard Version—Catholic Edition (NRSV-CE).
